The MEC for Community Safety, Leonard 
Ramatlakane, recently recommended in the press that 
communities act in unison with government to fight 
crime.  In this spirit, the HCW Chairperson, Jenny Findlay, 
has repeatedly said in previous HCW Newsletters that 
“Together we can fight crime”.  There are three valuable 
ways you can help to make our streets safer:
1.	 Immediately report any suspicious activity in your

neighbourhood to your HCW Patrol and ask the 
officer to investigate.  He is usually only minutes 
away.  Also ask for feedback.  If you don’t know 
your HCW patrol cell number, phone the HCW

2.	 You can also phone the SAPS sector vehicle in 
your area:

	 Sector 1 (CBD and east of Dummer Street):	  
cell no.  082  411 2703;

	 Sector 2 (West of Dummer Street, and the Mall 
area): cell no.  082  411 2715;

	 Sector 3 (Sir Lowry’s Pass, Rome Glen and 
surrounding areas): cell no.  082  411 2036.  
However, each vehicle has a much larger area to 
cover than your HCW vehicle, and may take longer 
to respond.

3.	 If you have knowledge of any criminal activity that 
you think is about to occur or has already occurred, 
SMS relevant details to the new Primedia Crime 
Line on 32211, or report it on the Crime Line 
website (www.crimeline.co.za).  Your information 
will be passed on completely anonymously to the 
SAPS.  You might just give the police the lead they 
are looking for!
