•	 Never buy expensive brands of perfume, clothing, 
CD’s, DVD’s or any luxury goods at bargain prices 
from dealers with dubious credentials. They are 
bound to be fake.

•	 Never leave your car keys in the ignition, even for 
only a few seconds.

•	 Never leave valuable items on the car seat. Rather 
keep them in the boot of your car.

•	 Be alert when wearing expensive jewellery or 
carrying expensive equipment.

•	 Never keep your wallet in the back pocket of your 
trousers or leave your handbag unattended.

•	 Always mark your property and keep records of 
the make and serial numbers, if possible.

when your home has been 
broken into:

•	 Contact your nearest police station immediately.

•	 Wait until fingerprints and statements are taken 
before touching anything.

•	 Look out for strange footprints in the garden and 
point them out to the police.

•	 A list of the make, model and serial numbers 
of electrical appliances and other valuable 
equipment should always be available for 
investigation purposes.
