Die nuutste statistiek wys dat huisbraak een van die 
mees algemene en voortslepende vorms van misdaad 
hier in die Helderberg is.  Verminder die risiko deur u 
huis nie aanloklik vir potensiële misdadigers te maak 
nie. 

Misdadigers sal eerder by huise inbreek waar hulle 
weet niemand tuis is nie en waar hulle ongesiens 
toegang tot die huis kan kry.  Hulle beplan ook vooraf  
hul skuilplek en die maklikste ontsnappingsroete.  Dit 
is dus noodsaaklik dat u seker maak dat u deure en 
vensters altyd toe is en, indien moontlik, beskerm buite 
deure met veiligheidshekke wat kan sluit!  Skuifdeure is 
nie altyd veilig nie en kan maklik van die spore afgelig 
word – ’n stewige veiligheidshek aan die binnekant van 
skuifdeure is ’n goeie oplossing. 

The latest statistics show that housebreaking is one of 
the most common and ongoing  forms of crime here in 
the Helderberg.  Try to minimize the risk by making your 
home unattractive to potential burglars.

Criminals usually look for the simplest option first, 
prefering an unoccupied home with the easiest access, 
the greatest amount of cover, and with the best escape 
routes.  They will possibly bypass your home if it 
requires too much effort or requires more skills and tools 
than they possess.  Doors and windows are often the 
easiest access points.  Ensure all windows are closed 
or burglar-proofed.  Where possible, protect all outside 
doors with safety gates that can lock!  Sliding doors are 
often not safe and can be opened from the outside by 
forcing them off the tracks.  A sturdy safety gate on the 
inside of sliding doors is a good solution.
